Drawings and general provisions of the Contract, including General and Supplementary
Conditions and Division 1 Specification Sections, apply to this Section.

SUMMARY
This Section includes the following:

1. Nonload-bearing steel framing members for gypsum board assemblies.
2. Gypsum board assemblies attached to wood and steel framing.

3. Cementitious backer units.

4. Hi-impact gypsum board.

DEFINITIONS

Gypsum Board Construction Terminclogy: Referto ASTM C 11 and GA-505 for definitions
of terms for gypsum board assemblies not defined in this Section or in other referenced
standards.

ASSEMBLY PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS

Fire Resistance: Provide gypsum board assemblies with fire-resistance ratings indicated.

SUBMITTALS

General: Submit each item in this Article according to the Conditions of the Contract and
Division 1 Specification Sections.

Product Data for each type of product specified.

Shop Drawings showing locations, fabrication, and installation of control and expansion
joints including plans, elevations, sections, details of components, and aftachments to

other units of Work.

Product certificates signed by manufacturers of gypsum board assembly components
certifying that their products comply with specified requirements,

QUALITY ASSURANCE

Single-Source Responsibility for Steel Framing: Obtain steel framing members for gypsum
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board assemblies from a single manufacturer, unless otherwise indicated.

Single-Source Responsibility for Panel Products: Obtain each type of gypsum board and
other panel products from a single manufacturer.

Single-Source Responsibility for Finishing Materials: Obtain finishing materials from either
the same manufacturer that supplies gypsum board and other panel products or from a
manufacturer acceptable to gypsum board manufacturer.

Fire-Test-Response Characteristics:  Where fire-resistance-rated gypsum board
assemblies are indicated, provide gypsum board assemblies that comply with the following
requirements:

1. Fire-Resistance Ratings: As indicated by GA File Numbers in GA-600 "Fire
Resistance Design Manual" or design designations in UL "Fire Resistance Directory”
or in the listing of another testing and inspecting agency acceptable to authorities
having jurisdiction.

2.  Gypsum board assembiies indicated are identical to assemblies tested for fire
resistance according to ASTM E 119 by an independent testing and inspecting
agency acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction.

5 Deflection and Firestop Track: Top runner provided in fire-resistance-rated
assemblies indicated is labeled and listed by UL, Warnock Hersey, or another
testing and inspecting agency acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction.

DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

Deliver materials in original packages, containers, or bundles bearing brand name and
identification of manufacturer or supplier.

Store materials inside under cover and keep them dry and protected against damage from
weather, direct sunlight, surface contamination, corrosion, construction traffic, and other
causes. Neatly stack gypsum panels flat to prevent sagging.

PROJECT CONDITIONS

Environmental Conditions, General: Establish and maintain environmental conditions for
applying and finishing gypsum board to comply with ASTM C 840 requirements or gypsum
board manufacturer's recommendations, whichever are more stringent.

Room Temperatures: For nonadhesive attachment of gypsum board to framing, maintain
not less than 40 deg F (4 deg C). For finishing of gypsum board, maintain not less than
50 deg F (10 deg C) for 48 hours before application and continuously after until dry. Do
not exceed 95 deg F (35 deg C) when using temporary heat sources.

Ventilation: Ventilate building spaces as required to dry joint treatment materials. Avoid
drafts during hot, dry weather to prevent finishing materials from drying too rapidly.

Manufacturers: Subject to compliance with requirements, provide products by the
following or or an equivalent:

1.  Gypsum Board and Related Products:

a. National Gypsum Co.

STEEL FRAMING COMPONENTS FOR SUSPENDED AND FURRED CEILINGS
General: Provide components complying with ASTM C 754 for conditions indicated.

Wire Ties: ASTM A 641 (ASTM A 641M), Class 1 zinc coating, soft temper, 0.062 inch
(1.6 mm) thick.

Wire Hangers: ASTM A 641 (ASTM A 641M), Class 1 zinc coating, soft temper, 0.162-
inch (4.1-mm) diameter.

Channels: Cold-rolled steel, as follows:

1. Carrying Channels: 18 ga., 2 inches deep, 475 1b/1000 feet (70 kg/100 m), uniess

otherwise indicated.
2. Furring Channels: 20 ga., 7/8 inch deep, 300 Ib/1000 feet (45 kg/100 m), unless

otherwise indicated.
3. Finish: Rust-inhibitive paint.

Grid Suspension System for Interior Ceilings: ASTM C 645, manufacturer's standard
direct-hung grid suspension system composed of main beams and cross-furring members
that interiock to form a modular supporting network.

GYPSUM BOARD PRODUCTS

General: Provide gypsum board of types indicated in maximum lengths avaitable that
will minimize end-to-end butt joints in each area indicated to receive gypsum board

application.

1. Widths: Provide gypsum board in widths of 48 inches (1219 mm).
Gypsum Wallboard: ASTM C 36 and as follows:

Type: Regular for vertical surfaces, unless otherwise indicated.
Type: Type X where required for fire-resistance-rated assemblies.
Type: Sag-resistant type for ceiling surfaces.

Edges: Tapered.

Thickness: As indicated.
